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B. Eschatology

Eschatology is a modern branch of theology that 

deals with the òEnd Timesóé the events of the 

Second Coming of Christ .  However, Modern 

Eschatology is different from the Biblical term òThe 

Last Days ,ó that refers to the days from the Coming 

of the Messiah to the End of the World.
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Ç There are so many different opinions about what 

happens at the end of the world that it can really 

be confusing. 

Ç Even famous Bible scholars differ in their 

understanding! In fact, heated arguments and 

church splits have occurred over this issue! 

Ç The difficulty of understanding eschatology should 

warn us to NOT be so DOGMATIC that we lose 

friendships over this issue. 
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Ç Albert Einstein ñòIf I had an hour to solve a problem 

and my life depended on the solution, I would spend the 

first 55 minutes determining the proper question to ask. 

For once I know the proper question; I could solve the 

problem in less than five minutes.ó

Ç Right Questions Go Straight to the Heart of a 

Matter

1. Motive . The reasoning behind certain actions and 

decisions. (Sometimes motives are subconscious.)

2. Final Outcome . The end result of a motive. Once you 

project the course of action generated by a particular 

motive into the future, youõll discover who benefits the 

most by the series of actions initiated by that motive.

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Should I Proceed ?

a. Develop a Berean Mindset. (Acts 17:11) 

Ç Donõt accept what someone preaches, teaches or writes 

until youõve verified it throughout the òwholeó of 

scripture énot just one or two obscure passages.  

Ç Study to see what Scripture actually says énot to prove a 

doctrine or justify a position. 

b. Ask What Scripture Means in its Proper Context

Ç What was the present crisis ? (relate it to todayõs world)

Ç Is it speaking to historical events ? (past, present, future) 

Ç Is it a simile or a metaphor ? (comparison words ) 

Ç Is it literal or symbolic ? (describing spiritual dramas)

Ç Is it literal or a hyperbole ? (exaggeration for emphasis)

Ç If Christian Scholars are dividedédonõt be too dogmatic!
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Give Us His Word ?

a. To Bring Restoration to Believers ñNot Destruction!

Ç Itõs about how God Redeems and Restores a fallen 

people and world back to Himself (John 20:31; Luke 

19:10; Acts 3:18 -21).

b. To Bring Peace , Confidence and Security to the

Ç Not Confusion, Anxiety, Panic or Fear. (2 Thess. 2:2; 2

2. Modern Dispensationalism (19
th

& 20
th

centuries)

Ç Darby and Scofield tried to òmarry ó Dispensationalism 

with Historic Pre -millennialism .

Ç The emphasis shifted from the Church to National Israel

Ç Defined the òGreat Tribulationó as 7 years of Godõs 

wrath and judgment upon the world and the Jews ñ

which will cause great evangelism among the Jews .

Ç Jesus Returns for Some believers (Raptured); Holy Spirit 

is taken out of the world; Jews are Converted ; Jesus 

Returns Again with His Church to Rule in Jerusalem ! 
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And Thereõs MORE to Dispensationalismé

Ç Jesus Returns TWICE! 

Ç Christõs FIRST Return éis Before or During the Great 

Tribulation.

Ç Jesus Returns a SECOND Time éAfter the Tribulation to 

rule the World from His Throne in Jerusalem .

Ç The 1000 years is an earthly, material, and theocratic 

kingdom of the Jews . (The Jews will be òNatural Citizensó 

and the Gentiles will be òAdopted Citizensó)
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1. òOn -Going ó Tribulation

Ç There is no God -induced òGreat Tribulationó for Godõs 

people.  Tribulation is òOn-going.ó

Ç The Child of God has Ultimate Victory over satanic 

attack and will Never be subject to Godõs Wrath.

Ç Christõs Return is NOT Determined by Tribulation! He 

returns when the Church accomplishes her mission. 

2. òNow ó Millennium 

Ç No literal ò1000 year earthly kingdomóand No special 

kingdom for the Jews.

Ç Rev. 20:1 -10 represents the entire Christian era and is a 

present reality . (10x10x10=1000; absolute and complete 

victory of Christ over Satan)
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King of His Kingdom and Head of His Church. (Ps. 2:6 -7; 

1 Tim. 6:15 -16; Rev. 17:14) 

Ç The Church is the Body of Christ on earth Ruling with 

Him NOW , in this life (but not in Fullness) . We are a 

kingdom of priests with authority to bind and loose 

satanic forces and to represent His cause on earth. 

(Col. 1:18; Eph. 2:5 -7; Rev. 1:5 -6; Matt. 10:1; 16:18 -19)

Ç Rev. 20:11 ðRev. 22:21 is NOT the òMillennium.ó It is a 

description of the Kingdom of God realized in itõs 

Fullness when Christ returns , totally destroys all that is 

evil and renovates heaven and earth to be His 

permanent dwelling place for He and His people forever.
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
