If Godõs Kingdom Is Faith And Salvation Onlyé

Ç It fails to give a purpose for Christian living other 

than to Escape Hell and Go To Heaven .

ÇThe Churchõs mandate must be the mission of King 

Jesuséto Restore all things disrupted by evil.

ÇRestoration means to put things back in proper 

order the way God originally intended them to be.

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3. If the Message of the Kingdom Doesnõt 

Include Angelic Sin and Rebellion that

Ç Then Salvation is meaninglessébecause you wonõt 

know how sin entered the Human Race or why 

salvation means that you have been Delivered from 

the Domain of Darkness and Transferred to the 

Kingdom of Godõs Son (Col. 1:13).

Ç The Work of the Church lacks clarityéYou wonõt 

know why Jesus said that the Gates of Hell will 

not prevail against His Church!

Ç The book of Revelation loses depth of meaning 

and Biblical Logicéyouõll miss that itõs the story of 

how the Victorious Christ Glorifies His Bride and 

Restores all Things.
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1. Philosophical Thinkers of the 18
th

and 19
th

centuriesérobbed the Kingdom of its Divine 

Character and regarded it as an òEthical Principleó to 

transform society by Moral Organizations.

2. Churches absorbed these humanistic teachings into 

their Doctrines. They began to view themselves as 

social centers and human institutions rather than the 

righteous òPlantings of Godó (seeds of His Kingdom 

sown in the world to bear righteous fruit).

3. If you exclude Godõs Super -natural Power (healing, 

miracles, casting out of demons and gifts of the Holy 

Spirit) working through believerséthen the Church 

has been stripped of its Divine Authority as Godõs 

Voice and Convicting Power in todayõs evil world. 
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D. Churches Allowed Heretical Doctrines to 

Influence Preaching and Teaching! 

1. Modern Dispensationalisméis an Israel -centric

doctrine that defines Godõs Kingdom as being the 

restored and enhanced kingdom of Israel .

2. Preoccupation with Natural Israeléhas diverted the 

energy of the Church away from being Godõs 

witnesses in the entire world to being an enabler of 

a nation that continually rejects the grace of God in 

the Messiah.

3. Modern Dispensationalismésets fear in the hearts of 

believers that the Lord will return at any moment, 

take certain Christians away and leave other 

believers behind (without the Holy Spirit or the 

Church) on an evil planet with the Antichrist.

C. It Was Reduced to a òPastoral-Care Functionóéwhen 

scholars and commentators led people to believe 

that modern church leadership has been condensed 

down to Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers and that 

Apostles and Prophets are no longer valid or needed 

in Godõs Church.
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D. It Was Relegated to a Personal Internalizationéof 

òGodõs Kingdom in MEó rather than including it in the 

Corporate Work of Godõs Church in the earth!

E. It Was Marginalizedéas a casual request in the 

Lordõs Prayer rather than a òMandateó from God for 

His Church to Demonstrate Godõs Kingdom on earth 

as it is in heaven. 

F. It Was Discredited and Thrown Outéby the Church 

because of Christian leaders who preached the 

Kingdom then afterwards òPlayed the Fooló in their 

personal lives. 
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Ç The Church Fathers and Theologians were correct in 

their descriptions of Godõs Kingdom. They just didnõt 

take it far enough to understand the all -encompassing 

essence of Godõs righteous rule.

Ç It includes His Eternal Plan to Redeem all who 

respond to His call, Judge and Destroy all that is evil 

and Restore the earth such that heaven and earth are 

one. 

ÇGodõs Spirit is Progressively Guiding His Church into 

all Truth concerning Christ, His Mission and His 

Intentions for His Church. That guidance will never 

contradict Godõs Written Word nor will it ever violate 

His Character.

Church to become His Bride in the earth.
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D. Godõs Sovereign Seasons

Ç Some things are Sovereign Works of God for which 

only He coordinates the full Reasons and Purposes. 

ÇIn the òFullness of Time ó  had come, God Sent 

Forth His Son. 

ÇòFullnessó is a nautical term referring to a ship that 

cannot sail until it is filled with sailors, oarsmen, 

soldiers, freight and merchandise. 

Ç In the Fullness of Time God is Revealing His 

Overarching Plan that includes the Role of His 

Church in the Culmination of the Ages. 
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Ç Take up the Berean Model éòSearch the Scriptures 

daily to find out whether these things are so.ó 

ÇDo thorough Exegetical Studies of Godõs rule in 

both the Old and New Testaments to learn the 

fullness of His Kingdom. 

ÇGive special attention to the Teachings of Jesus

concerning the Kingdom of God. 

ÇResearch Theological Perspectives on the 

Kingdom that may have been omitted or become 

secondary in the great creeds of the church.

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Critical Theological Truths !
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ÇThe Kingdom is more than a Theological Concept; 

itõs Reality !  (Heb. 12:28)

ÇThe Son of God is the King of Godõs Kingdom, itõs 

the Fatherõs good pleasure to give you the kingdom 

and the Holy Spirit is the executor of the Kingdom 

who gives entrance to the Kingdom through the 

New Birth. 

ÇWhen church leaders receive the Kingdom, it 

becomes more than good teaching and preaching 

points; it Becomes Power and a Way of Life . 
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C. Study Church History and the Great 

Revivals

ÇHistory proves that the òvisibleó church (human-

organized) has experienced unfortunate seasons 

where faith grows weak and spiritual fervor wanes .

ÇHumanism, liberalism, deficient theology and 

heresies try to usurp the power of Godõs churchto 

keep it from functioning as Christõs Bride. 

ÇTragically, some churches even fall into Apostasy . 

Thatõs when the Spirit of God breaks through with 

Great Revivals and a Return to Biblical Standards . 

We believe the renewed message of the Kingdom 

of God is such a revival.
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D. Return to the Supernatural Power of God 

Working Through His Church

ÇYou cannot separate Godõs Kingdom and the work 

of His Church from His Supernatural Intervention in 

peopleõs lives. 

ÇThis includes the Miracle of the New Birth, 

Physical Healing, Casting out of Demons, Physical 

Miracles and the Distribution of Spiritual Gifts by 

the Holy Spirit . 

ÇIf you try to exclude Godõs supernatural power 

from His Kingdom, all you have is a Theological 

Concept Without the Power of God . 
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E. Re -discover the Identity of Godõs Church

ÇGeorge Ladd said it...òThe Church is not the 

Kingdom, but it is Created by the Kingdom; it 

Witnesses to the Kingdom; it is the Instrument of 

and a Manifestation of the Kingdom; and is the 

Custodian of the Kingdom on earth.ó

ÇThereõs nothing wrong with Form and Structure . A 

church without organizations will fall under its own 

weight. But Administration should Facilitate the 

Work of the Kingdom éNot Restrain it!

ÇDemonstrate the principles of Godõs Kingdom in 

your local communityéòForm and Power!ó A church 

without the power of Godõs Kingdom working 

through it is just a Nice Social Organization. 
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F. Donõt Play The Fool! 

ÇThe leaders of Christõs Church are Fallible Human 

Beings with the same natural desires, passions 

and temptations as unbelievers. 

ÇHowever, we have a òTreasureó within our earthen 

vessels that must be guarded at all costs. Because 

satanic forces know itõs difficult for people to 

separate the treasure from the vessel, church 

leaders can become their targets . 

ÇDonõt allow your human failure to discredit Godõs 

cause, the work of His Church and His Kingdom on 

earth. It takes personal discipline coupled with 

Godõs grace and power to guard this òTreasure.ó
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
